Please proceed to the Enrolment Stand at the 
allocated theatre, as detailed above. 
 

** What Do I Do If I Have Not Received My Admission Documents/Tickets? ** 
 
If you have not received your Admission Document before the beginning of the program AND you have contacted the 
office to confirm your enrolment details, please follow these instructions: 
 
1. Bring Photo Identification on the day (driver’s license, student card or concession card).  
 
2. Report to the appropriate building at least half an hour before the commencement of your lecture. 

 
3. Register at the stand marked ‘Students Without Admission Documents’. Our staff will confirm your 
  enrolment, provide you with a copy of the notes, and direct you to the appropriate theatre. 
 
Please arrive at least 30 minutes prior to each lecture. After the commencement of the lecture, students will ONLY 
be admitted into the lecture at 10-15 minute intervals. There will be no exceptions.  
 
Registration/admission will commence half an hour prior to the commencement of each lecture.

Car: All day parking is available at Broadway Shopping Centre (opposite Victoria Park) and St John’s College  
  Car Park (entrance on Missenden Road). Limited on-street (metre) parking is available in Glebe (near
